Safeguarding
Prevent Duty and British Values 
Below is a description of how the Prevent Duty and British Values are interlinked and embedded into our curriculum and daily life at preschool.
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British values include democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty, and mutual respect for others with different faiths and beliefs. This is embedded in the EYFS and our curriculum, the Prevent Duty reaffirms the importance we place on children's personal, social, health and emotional development.
The Prevent Duty requires all education providers 'to have due regard to the need to prevent people from being drawn into terrorism' (www.gov.uk). This includes safeguarding children, young people and adult learners from extremist ideologies and radicalisation.

Democracy
Everyone is treated equally and has equal rights,
Our children are given opportunities to develop their self-confidence and self-awareness, to make choices and decisions about what they want to explore and how they're going to use the resources you've made accessible to them. 
We encourage the children to take turns, vote on certain activities, collaborate and share with each other.
Personal, social, and emotional development.
Rule of Law
The children are learning to manage and self-regulate their own feelings and behaviour, they are learning right from wrong. The children are also learning about behaving within agreed and clearly defined boundaries and understanding that actions have consequences.
Personal, social, and emotional development.


Individual Liberty
Personal, social, and emotional development and understanding the world are intrinsically linked within the remit of individual liberty.
We focus on children's self-confidence and self-awareness and people and communities.
We help children to develop a positive sense of themselves and others around them. Examples of this can be seen when we provide opportunities for children to gather flowers and press the ones they like, choose their own activities, decide which fruit they would like to try, mix their own colours for painting, or take part in the obstacle course, choosing the equipment to use. This helps our children to develop their self-knowledge, self-esteem and increase their confidence in their own abilities.
Every time we share a favourite book with a child, build a world for our dinosaurs, create superhero structures, make their own musical instruments, or help to make their own books together we are giving children the time and space to explore the language of feelings and responsibility; reflect on their differences and understand that we are all free to have different opinions.
Mutual Respect and Tolerance
This is where we learn to treat others as we want to be treated. We learn how to be part of a community, manage our feelings and behaviour, and form relationships with others.
The children are encouraged to make cards and gifts for their families and neighbours at special times of the year. These are then shared with families and our community. Families and people from within the local community are invited to celebrate special events we hold out of school hours. We also encourage parents to come and talk about their profession and interests.
We embrace all faiths, different views, cultures, and races. Through activities and discussion, we encourage children to engage with their local and wider community. 
We help our children to explore differences and similarities between themselves and others; among families, communities, cultures, faiths, and traditions; we share and discuss practices, celebrations, and experiences. 
At the very start of our academic year, we spend a whole term on the topic ‘My World, Your World. Children are encouraged to learn that the world is full of all sorts of people, speaking different languages, and living different kinds of lives, yet interconnected in many ways. Through different forms of literature and activities we will embrace a world where everyone is welcome. The children will see literature that shows children in hijabs, baseball caps and yarmulkes as they play side by side. We will see a school and communities where children grow and learn from each other's interests, families, and traditions.  We build on home life and extending what children already know.
With support the children will gain an understanding that people all over the world are very different, but they also have much in common. 
We encourage children, parents, and families to share special moments, we welcome them into our own setting or accept invitations to their own celebrations. 
As children develop friendships, we let parent know as some wish to arrange time together outside of preschool, parents and children then are given opportunities to learn the importance of tolerant behaviours such as sharing and respecting other’s opinions. By following the ethos of mutual respect and tolerance children learn the importance of tolerance and acceptance of others. We share stories and thoughts that value and reflect the diversity of children’s experiences and provide resources and activities that challenge cultural, gender, and racial stereotyping.
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
